	Unit Title: Unit 1: Rhetoric



	Lesson Overview

	Include:

· Approximate time of lesson (5 days)
· Teach students the definitions of rhetorical devices including parallelism, antithesis, alliteration, allusion, logical, emotional, and ethical appeals
· Read and analyze the rhetorical devices uses in Patrick Henry’s Speech to the Virginia Convention

· Complete the Writing Diagnostic for Unit 1

	Teacher Planning and Preparation

	Consider: 

· Students will need the textbook to look up definitions and find examples.
· Review Annotation directions.
· Make copies of the speech so that students can annotate them.

	Essential Question

	How does a writer persuade an audience through the use of rhetorical devices?

	Unit Standards Applicable to This Lesson

•Take notes on informational text with particular attention to persuasive rhetoric

	· SWBAT identify rhetorical strategies in an argument and to take notes on informational text with particular attention to persuasive techniques

	Pre-Assessment

	· Unit 1 Diagnostic provided by the department

	Lesson Procedure

	· Day 1: Warm Up: Bell Ringer will be on the Power Point Slides Daily
· Bell Ringer: How do you convince someone to do something? What techniques do you use?
· Discuss Bell Ringer Answers

· Students use the text books to define the following terms: Parallelism, Antithesis, Logic Appeals, Emotional Appeals, Ethical Appeals

· Students Create a KWL on the topic the American Revolution and fill in what they can in the K and W columns

· Watch video clip on the life of Patrick Henry and have students fill in three things that they learn about Henry from the video

· Closure: Q and A on terms and American Revolution

Day 2 
· Bell Ringer: Write at least 3 sentences about a time where you decided it was time to take action.
· Share/Discuss the bell ringer

· Add the terms rhetorical questions, alliteration, and allusions to your Cornell Notes

· Turn to your KWL chart ask student to share what they learned so far about the American Revolution and Patrick Henry

· Ask Students to Add another Question to the W section

· Pass out copies of Patrick Henry’s speech

· Ask students to annotate for rhetorical devices and Appeals to logic, ethics and emotion

· Play audio of paragraph 1

· Students Annotate

· Teach models annotations for paragraph 1

· Play audio of paragraph 2-4 pausing after each paragraph to discuss annotations

· Allow students to annotate the final paragraph for a formative assessment

· Students complete the worksheet that analyzes rhetoric in Henry’s speech

· Closure Q and A

Day 3 

Bell Ringer: Write a sentence that uses parallelism. For example, We came. We saw. We conquered.

Students will take the writing pre-assessment issued by the county. 

Inform students this will be their baseline writing score and will be graded using the 6 traits rubric

Ask students to annotate the reading selections that accompany the writing assignment and explain that the annotations will be scored as a formative.
Day 4

Bell Ringer: Who is the audience and who is the Speaker of Speech of the Virginia Convention?

Show a part of the PowerPoint that accompanies this speech in Holt collection

Review important rhetoric terms: Allusions, alliteration, rhetorical questions, antithesis, appeal to reason, logic, ethics, and emotions, repetition, parallelism

Return to speech, Paraphrase paragraphs that we have annotated for rhetorical devices

Continue annotating the speech paragraph by paragraph using the audio file of the speech and the document camera

Allow students to paraphrase and annotate the final paragraph for a formative grade

Students complete the worksheet that analyzes rhetoric in Henry’s speech

Closure: Review of terms

Day 5: Bell Ringer: Summarize the Speech at the Virginia Convention

Introduce the Rhetorical Precis and read aloud the different parts of a precis

Differentiation/Scaffolding: Supply students with models and with a fill-in the blank worksheet that helps them write the Precis on the speech

Summative: Students write a final copy of a rhetorical precis and submit for grading

	Lesson Closure

	Q and A with the brain reviewing rhetorical devices 
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
