	Unit Title: Satire and Irony



	Lesson Overview

	Include:

· Approximate time of lesson (1 days)
· Teach students the definitions of satire, parody, and the three types of irony
· Use video clips and excerpts to apply knowledge of these elements
· Begin Reading a Satirical passage

· Make sure all videos still play from the school computer
· Make copies of handouts

	What effects does an author’s use of satire and irony have on his/her readers?

	Pre-Assessment

	· KWL Chart on Sarcasm, Irony, Parody, and Satire

	Lesson Procedure

	· Day 1: Warm Up: Bell Ringer will be on the Power Point Slides Daily
· Warm Up: Use the KWL Chart to show me what you know about satire, irony, and parody. Give examples, definitions, etc.
· Think Pair Share with a partner Your answers that you generated for the K column

· Students pose at least two questions in the W column that they want to learn

· Discuss Warm Up Answers with Whole Group
· Students add the definition of sarcasm to a foldable for terms
· Complete exercise using video clips on sarcasm

· Introduce concept of parody and compare music videos of Michael Jackson and Big Al Yankovich

· Introduce the three types of irony and identify the types in scenes from the Big Bang Theory

	Lesson Closure

	Exit ticket: Formative Assessment: Student write three sentences each showing a different type of irony.
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
